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Abstract 

Scincopus fasciatus (Peters, 1864) is a nocturnal skink species rarely recorded from its large 

global distribution area. In Tunisia, it was reported for the first time at the end of the 19th 

century. After different field surveys in southern Tunisia, I found the species active many 

times in Bou Hedma national park. Additional new records concern road-killed animals. In 

this paper, a review was made on the species distribution in Tunisia, and its habitats are 

described. 
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
